WHAT IS THE CONVENTION/LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE/LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE?

The convention/conference focuses on leadership development and training as well as electing new District officers, providing club recognition/awards, announcing the new Youth Serving Youth project and handling other District business. 
WHEN AND WHERE WILL IT BE?
The convention/leadership conference will be held March 16-18, 2012, at the Penn Stater Hotel and Conference Center.  Convention/leadership conference activities will get underway Friday afternoon, March 16th  and conclude at approximately 11:30 AM on Sunday, March 18th.  A tentative schedule of events is enclosed.

WHEN SHOULD WE REGISTER?

Clubs are urged to send the registration forms and fees as soon as possible.  The registration deadline is February 16, 2012.  For all registrations received after February 16th, room reservations cannot be guaranteed.  Reservations will be first come-first serve and it is possible we may receive more registrations than we can accommodate.  

HOW DO WE REGISTER?

Each club attending must complete an Official Registration Form.  The completed form along with the correct total of registration fees for all those listed on the registration form must be sent to:  PA District Kiwanis Office, 2793 Old Post Road; Ste. 12, Harrisburg, PA 17110-3683.  Checks or money orders should be made payable to Pennsylvania District Key Club.  DO NOT SEND CASH THROUGH THE MAIL!  No registration will be processed without the proper payment.  NO PARTIAL PAYMENTS OR “DEPOSITS” WILL BE ACCEPTED.  This year for the first time clubs may pay, as a club, by credit card.  Visa, Mastercard, American Express and Discover cards will be accepted for a club’s payment.    
WHAT DOES THE REGISTRATION FEE COVER?

The registration fee will cover two nights lodging, the cost of the program, name badge, speakers, entertainment, forums and workshops, dances and convention/leadership conference incidentals such as a t-shirt.  Additionally, the fee will include five (5) meals or three (3) meals depending on the option your club selects.

WILL ALL OUR MEMBERS BE ABLE TO VOTE?

Each Key Club in good standing is entitled to two (2) official voting delegates.  The names of the voting delegates and alternatives should be forwarded along with your convention/leadership conference registration form.  The Certificate of Election of Delegates is included in this Pre-convention/leadership conference Packet.  All clubs that have failed to pay dues, both International and/or District, are ineligible to attend the convention/leadership conference.  Delinquent dues must be paid prior to registration.  

CODE OF CONDUCT
The official convention/leadership conference “Code of Conduct and Dress” is included in this convention/leadership conference Packet.  All Key Clubbers and adults are expected to abide by these rules. Registration into this convention/leadership conference indicates your knowledge and acceptance of this “Code of Conduct and Dress.”  Any infractions will be reported to the Convention/leadership conference Office and appropriate action will be taken, including dismissal from the convention/leadership conference if necessary.  Additionally, there is an adult Code of Ethics & Responsibility that all adults should follow.

AUTHORIZATION TO ATTEND EVENT & EMERGENCY MEDICAL TREATMENT AUTHORIZATION FORM AND MEDIA CONSENT & RELEASE FORM
Each student attending the convention/leadership conference will be required to bring with them the aforementioned forms.  The forms will be mailed to your club in sufficient quantity after we receive your club’s convention/leadership conference registration form.  A notarized medical form will need to be turned in for each student when your club picks up its registration packet at the Penn Stater Hotel; the media consent form will, also, need to be completed and turned in at registration but does not need to be notarized.  Unfortunately because of the increasingly litigious nature of our society and to protect all adult chaperones/advisors, it has become necessary to require these forms.  Samples of both forms are enclosed and may be copied and given to students now if you wish to do that.
