While the activities of the Foundation 
may change from time to time based on need, there are two major areas of commitment – the Kiwanis Children's Heart Program 
and scholarships for Key Club and Circle K. The Annual PKF Rose Sale supports these initiatives. In addition, it provides local clubs the 
ability to fundraise for their own club activities and events.  

Rose Sale Details: 
• The roses, sold by the dozen, are long-stemmed mixed color – packaged in an attractive box perfect for gift giving! In 

addition, they come with tree fern and baby’s breath.  
• The roses are sold for $18.00 per dozen. 
• All club orders and money must be submitted the Pennsylvania Kiwanis District office from the Key Club by the close of 

business (5:00 PM) on Monday, October 10, 2011. No orders will be processed without complete payment.  
• Roses are delivered to a pre-selected drop-off across the state on Thursday, October 27, 2011. Key Club members will deliver 

roses on or shortly after they are picked-up. 
• Checks should be made payable to your local school district or Kiwanis Club. 
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
